Santiago used force by throwing the male party to the ground and
forcing his hands behind his back. Ptl. Santiagio's use of force was deemed to be excessive and inconsistent
with the use of force policy. Ptl. Santiago resigned his position with the department prior to the conclusion of
the Internal affairs investigation.
2 |Patrolman Christopher  Siedenburg NO NO NO A mental health patient absconded from a transport ambulance into a medical facility. Patrolman Siedenburg

and other officers used force to overcome the patient’s passive resistance , in an effort to get her back on the
ambulance. While attempting to move the patient from the medical facility to the ambulance. Ptl. Siedenburg
reached around her head and neck area in his effort to return the patient to the ambulance . The action was
not proportional to the amount of resistance being given. Ptl. Siedenburg's action was in violation of the use
of force policy.
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
