Lots will be held for 4 years from issuance of first building
permit at a price of $40,000 per lot. Funds to be distributed through fanguage in development agreement. Development
agreement will state that an easement will be allowed in lieu of water main extension across lots 41 and 42 for duration of
development agreement at developer’s expense.
