We  are  also  NOT  raising  user 

fees this year. 

     I’m very proud of our ability to 

manage  your  taxes  the way we 

have. I firmly believe you elected 

us  to  provide  quality  public 

services.  We have police and fire 

depar tment s   tha t   are 

unmatched;  employees who  are 

hard‐working,  honest  people; 

and  we  do  this  while 

managing  your  money  without 

adding  to  your  tax  burden.  At 

the  same  time we  are  leading 

out  in  completing  much 

needed  projects,  such  as  the 

expansion  of  the  wastewater 

treatment plant and adding  to 

our precious water supply. 

     We  are  continuing  to  do 

much  needed  road  projects, 

water  and  wastewater  infra‐

structure  repair  and  upgrades, 

building  the  new  park  on 

Skyline  and working  very  hard 

to bring new and exciting retail 

businesses  to  our  community, 

along  with  expanding  our 

education  corridor  and  our 

industrial park.

The  City  encourages  residents 
not to water during the hottest 
hours  of  the  day,  typically 
between 10 am and 6 pm.  This 
conserves  water  and  reduces 
your water bills. 

If  there  are  special  circum‐
stances  that  require  a  modi‐
fied  schedule  for  residents  or 
businesses—such  as  newly 
planted  sod  or  lawn,  contact 
Tooele City at (435) 843‐2150.   
 

City  parks  and  schools  have 
been  placed  on  a  modified 
schedule because of the size of 
their  lawn areas.   While  some 
parks  and  schools  may  be 
watering more  than  two  days 
each  week,  each  specific  area 
of  that  park  is  only  watered 
twice during the week.  
 

Thank  you  for  your  help  in 
conserving  water,  a  precious 
resource. 

 
City Offices will be closed on July 4th for Independence Day and July 24th for Pioneer Day.  
Garbage will not be collected on these days—services will be delayed one day starting with 

the holiday.
