Because our 
futures depend on our 
acƟons, I ask that we all 
get involved, and we all 
take the Ɵme to VOTE in 
November.

    Now is a 
time to prepare 

yourself and those in your 
care for emergencies and  
disasters. If you’ve seen the 
news recently, you know 
that  emergencies can hap-
pen  unexpectedly in com-
munities just like ours, to 
people just like us. We’ve 
seen tornado outbreaks, river 
floods, flash floods, historic earthquakes, tsunamis, and even 
water main breaks and power outages in U.S. cities affecting 
millions of people for days at a time. 
 

Police, fire and rescue may not always be able to reach you 
quickly in an emergency or disaster. The most important step 
you can take in helping your local responders is being able to 
take care of yourself and those in your care; the more people 
who are prepared, the quicker the community will recover.  
 

This September, please prepare and plan in the event you must 
go for three days without electricity, water service, access to a 
supermarket, or local services for several days. Just follow 
these four steps: 
 

*Stay Informed: Information is available from federal, state, 
local, tribal, and territorial resources. Access Ready.gov to 
learn what to do before, during, and after an emergency. 
 

*Make a Plan: Discuss, agree on, and document an emergency 
plan with those in your care. For sample plans, see Ready.gov. 
Work together with neighbors, colleagues, and others to build 
community resilience. 
 

*Build a Kit: Keep enough emergency supplies on hand — 
water, nonperishable food, first aid, prescriptions, flashlight, 
and battery-powered radio — for you and those in your care. 
 

*Get Involved: There are many ways to get involved especially 
before a disaster occurs. The whole community can participate 
in programs and activities to make their families, homes and 
places of worship safer from risks and threats. Community 
leaders agree that the formula for ensuring a safer homeland 
consists of volunteers, a trained and informed public, and 
increased support of emergency response agencies during 
disasters.

TRASH/DEBRIS: 
Per Tooele City Code Section 8-4-4 1(b) and (e) 
of Tooele City code states these will be deemed 
a nuisance if: (b) the accumulation of garbage, 
refuse, or unsightly or deleterious objects or 
structures upon real property, unless contained 
in connection with an association lawfully situ-

ated and licensed for the same; (e) any other unsightly or deleterious 
condition that gives rise to a threat to human health or safety. Any gar-
bage/debris/unsightly objects must be properly disposed of within a 
timely manner! 
 

Tooele City provides a BULK WASTE PICKUP PROGRAM to help you 
dispose of items which do not normally fit into your trash container.      
The pick up day is once a month and there is no additional cost to use 
this program.  You can find the pick up schedule and more information 
on our website tooelecity.org.  Here are a few basic checklist items: 
□ If you have Bulk Waste items, please call ACE Disposal at 

435-882-7009 and let them know you have a pickup, prior to 
your pickup day.  

□ Bulk Waste MUST be bagged, boxed or bundled (with rope 
or twine). 

□ Bulk Waste MUST be cut to less than 5 feet. 
□ Bulk Waste cannot exceed 75 lbs. 
□ Ensure that you do not have unacceptable Bulk Waste mate-

rials such as tires, rocks, dirt, sod, oils, paints, construction 
debris, or hazardous  materials. 

 
INOPERABLE/UNLICENSED/ABANDONED VEHICLES: 
Tooele City Code Section 8-4-4 1(c) and (d) states that junked, 
wrecked, unlicensed or inoperable vehicles may not be kept upon real 
property for longer than 72 hours. Only two inoperable/unlicensed 
motor vehicles may be kept upon real property if they are placed 
behind a screened fence, or in an enclosed building. Vehicle coverings 
are not considered in compliance with this code.
