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NEW TRAFFIC LIGHT and REDUCED SP;EIEDV LIMIT

The new traffic light at Lodestone Way and Utah Avenue was
energized and began operating on August 16, 2022. This is

the wvery first traffic light that is owned and
operated by Tooele City. All other traffic lights that you see
in City limits are on State Roads and the traffic lights are
owned and operated by UDOT. The traffic light at Lodestone
Way and Utah Avenue was installed as a result of the growth
that has taken place at the Peterson
Industrial Depot/Ninigret Depot. With the addition and
expansion of several companies, such as Carvana and
Plastic Ingenuity over the past few years, the number of
large vehicles, employees, and traffic has increased in the
area.

With the new traffic light, the speed limit has been
reduced on west Utah Avenue from 60 mph to 45 mph
between the railroad tracks and the traffic light at SR112
(1000 North).

West Vine Street Sidewalk Project Update

At approximately 470 West Vine Street, along the north side of the
road, Tooele City applied for grant funding to have a new
sidewalk installed along the property as part of a Safe Routes to
School grant program through the State of Utah Department of
Transportation (UDOT). The following is a timeline and update on
that project:

e In September of 2021 Tooele City was awarded $90,000
through UDOT’s Safe Routes to School (SRTS) grant program
to install a new sidewalk on Vine Street.

e The funding was to become available at the start of Fiscal
Year 23 (July 1, 2023).

e The funding would cover construction of sidewalk, curb and
gutter, as well as tree removal on the north side of Vine
Street between Coleman Street and 400 West where a
sidewalk “gap” exists.

e Tree removal was necessary to complete the sidewalk and
was desired by the property owner. With the blessing of
UDOT and expectation of future reimbursement, Tooele City
received competitive bids for tree removal and hoped to
complete the entire project this summer (2022).

e In early July 2022, UDOT informed Tooele City that their
source of Federal funding for the project had changed the
rules, causing significant changes to their grant program.

e UDOT and Tooele City are confident we can find alternate
funding for the project, but due to circumstances the
project will not be completed prior to the start of this school
year.

TOOELE CITY “SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT”

We have received many inquiries from our residents asking what
the “Settlement Agreement” is all about. We have compiled a list of
bullet points to summarize the Settlement Agreement. The Lawsuit
and the subsequent Settlement Agreement continue to impact the
finances and financial responsibility of the City.

Summary of “The Lawsuit” with Tooele Associates over the
Overlake development.

In about 2001, Tooele Associates (TA) sued Tooele City, and
the City countersued. Both TA and the City claimed the other
had breached the Development Agreement for the Overlake
subdivisions. The case was tried in the District Court in Salt Lake
City in 2009. The jury decided both TA and the City had breached
the Development Agreement. The net judgment was $21 million
against the City. The City vigorously contested that result in court
for five years, believing it unjust, but lost the appeals. Just before
arguing its last appeal to the Utah Supreme Court, the City and TA
negotiated a settlement.

Here are some of the main Settlement Agreement points:

e The City made a cash payment toward the Judgment of about
$2 million from existing City funds.

e The City paid about $7 million of the Judgment by giving TA
credits to 1,805 acre-feet of water rights, valued at $3,750 per
credit.

e The City obtained authorization from the State Legislature to
bond for the remaining Judgment amount of about $12 million.
The City used the bond proceeds to pay off the Judgment, and
to save on judgment interest, and is now paying off the bond
over 20 years.

e The City gave TA an option to purchase an additional 1,495
water rights credits at the same per-credit price.

o The total water rights credits TA can get from the City is 3,300
acre-feet.

e The water rights credits purchased by TA can be used only in
Overlake, and nowhere else within the City or outside the City.

¢ The City accepted the roads and sidewalks in Overlake as built
by TA, and completed 400 West with City funds.

e The City approved TA’s zoning plan for the rest of Overlake,
most of which was zoned R1-7 (single-family residential, 7,000
square-foot minimum lots) as a holding zone, anticipating
future rezones.

e TA agreed to a cap or ceiling of 4,800 total dwellings in
Overlake. As of 2022, about 2,100 of the 4,800 dwellings have
been built or approved to be built, with about 2,700 to go.

e The North Tooele City Special Service District, which maintains
the decorative public features of Overlake (e.g., street signs,
street lights, boulevard landscaping), was shrunk to the existing
approved Overlake subdivisions (i.e., phases 1A — 1G).

e TA gets to buy treated wastewater from the City Water
Reclamation Facility (aka sewer treatment plant) to irrigate The
Links at Overlake golf course, at $20 per acre-foot.

¢ All disputes between TA and the City about Overlake must be
resolved out of court through mediation or arbitration.

ORDINANCE COMPLIANCE REMINDERS

Friendly reminder pertaining to trash/debris items:

Section 8-4-4-1(b) and (e) of Tooele City code states these will be deemed a
nuisance: (b) the accumulation of garbage, refuse, or unsightly or
deleterious objects or structures upon real property, unless contained in
connection with an association lawfully situated and licensed for the same; (e) any other
unsightly or deleterious condition that gives rise to a threat to human health or safety;

Any garbage/debris/unsightly objects must be properly disposed of within a timely manner.

Friendly reminder pertaining to inoperable/abandoned vehicles:

Section 8-4-4-1(c) and (d) of Tooele City code states such vehicles will be deemed a nuisance: (a)
junked, wrecked, or inoperable motor vehicles upon real property, for longer than 72 house,
except that up to 2 such vehicles or parts thereof may be stored within an enclosed building or
completely screened by a sight-obscuring fence. (d) Abandoned motor vehicles.

Only two inoperable motor vehicles may be kept and must be placed behind a screened fence,
or in an enclosed building. Vehicle coverings are not considered in compliance with this code.

HOME ENERGY ASSISTANCE TARGET PROGRAM

The HEAT Program will be offering a Cooling Program benefit for a
limited time beginning April 1, 2022. Historically, HEAT eligible clients
are only able to receive one utility assistance benefit per program year
(October 1-September 30). This year, there was additional funding
that allowed a second round of benefits for HEAT eligible
households. Clients may apply for a HEAT Program benefit between
October 1, 2021—March 31, 2022 AND a Cooling Program benefit
between April 1, 2022—September 30, 2022. The Cooling Program
benefit includes all of the same utilities as the HEAT Program
(electricity, gas, propane, wood, coal, oil, etc.).

of tax payer ||n addition to the HEAT and Cooling Program, there is also a Water
Assistance to HEAT eligible households for a limited time. From
October 1, 2021—March 31, 2022, clients were only able to receive
Water Assistance if they were in danger of having their water shut off
or were already without water. Beginning April 1, 2022, ALL HEAT
eligible households will be able to apply for Water Assistance

regardless of their water account status.
