WHPD would like to remind everyone about vehicle theft protection. In recent days, the PD has seen a slight
uptick of cars stolen in the area. More often than not, incidents like these are preventable. The following tips
may help avoid you becoming a victim of auto theft:

Use common sense when parking and exiting your vehicle.

Take your vehicle’s keys; do not leave them in or on your vehicle.

Close and lock all windows and doors when you park.

Park in well-lit areas, if possible.

Never leave valuables in your vehicle, especially if they can be seen from outside the vehicle.
