Whereas, Dr. Draper has served on numerous committees and teams, contributing to such 
projects as the planning of Community Park, leading cleanup efforts following the 1993

Whereas, in 2007, Wylie ISD named Dr. Al Draper Intermediate School in his honor; and

Whereas, Dr. Draper was named Wylie Chamber of Commerce Citizen of the Year, not 
once but twice.

in Wylie, Texas, and urge members of the community and the Draper family to join me in 
celebrating the 80th birthday of this exceptional human being who has had such a positive 
impact on so many lives.
